Information and Contraindication Sheet
THIS IS NOT A LIVE VACCINE  

Please ensure you have fully read and understand this sheet before having your vaccination.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Please note that by taking part in this voluntary vaccination programme, we will need to collect personal data that will link your staff record to your NHS record, this will ensure the NHS holds an accurate update of your vaccination status which will enable them to manage the national vaccination programme effectively and also ensure your GP practice is aware of your vaccination status.  Please visit the Trust Privacy Notice to give detailed guidance about how your data will be processed within the COVID Vaccination Programme.
You should not receive the vaccine if any of the following applies to you:

· If you have had a flu vaccination within the previous 7 days 
· A positive Covid-19 swab test within the previous 4 weeks
· Pregnancy should be excluded before vaccination. In addition, women of childbearing age should be advised to avoid pregnancy for at least 2 months after their second dose.
· You are currently breastfeeding
· If you currently have an acute severe febrile illness
· You have a sensitivity to any of the following:- potassium chloride, potassium dihydrogen phosphate, disodium hydrogen phosphate dihydrate, sucrose
· A severe reaction to a previous vaccine causing you to require immediate medical treatment

Please note: Individuals receiving anticoagulant therapy or those with a bleeding disorder that would contraindicate intramuscular injection should not receive an injection unless they have been advised to do so by their specialist

Immunocompromised persons, including individuals receiving immunosuppressant therapy, may have a diminished immune response to the vaccine. 

Most commonly found side effects include:

· Pain at the site of injection
· Swelling at the site of injection
· Nausea
· Fatigue
· Chills
· Pyrexia
· Headache
· Muscle pain
· Joint pain

These side effects may be mild to moderate and should resolve within a few days after vaccination.

If required, symptomatic treatment with analgesic and/or anti-pyretic medicinal products (e.g. paracetamol-containing products) may be used.
